[bookmark: _Hlk230331861]Information regarding the main requirements for transboundary shipments of waste listed on the Green List, which are subject to the general information obligations under Article 18 of Regulation (EU) 2024/1157 on shipments of waste (new WSR), until the electronic system becomes operational at the EU level 

The following requirements must be complied with for transboundary shipments of waste on the Green List, which are subject to the general information obligations under Article 18 of the new WSR, from May 21, 2026, until the electronic system (DIWASS at the EU level, accessible via the EDM / eVerbringung in Austria) becomes operational:

Person arranging the shipment:
· The arrangement of shipments of waste from Austria is allowed only by natural or legal persons under the national jurisdiction of the country of dispatch, i.e., only persons with headquarters or a branch office in Austria may carry out transboundary shipments of waste from Austria; Please note the general requirements under Article 3(7) of the new WSR and, where applicable, the requirement for a permit under Section 24a of the Austrian Waste Management Act 2002

For the transboundary shipment of waste:
· Carry the new form in accordance with Annex VII of the EU Shipment Regulation in paper form or make this form available electronically
•    Availability of a new contract in accordance with Article 18(10) of the new WSR

Keeping records:
· The requirement for keeping the forms in accordance with Annex VII, including the completed acknowledgments of receipt in box 14 and the completed certificates of completion of recovery in box 15, also applies to the person who arranges the shipment

Registration requirements for the companies involved (for companies based in Austria, exclusively in the EDM / ZAReg – the data is transmitted automatically to DIWASS):

· If Austrian companies are already registered in the EDM, a responsible person for shipments (contact person for shipments) must be added, if this has not already been done
· Persons who arrange shipments from Austria (with headquarters or a branch office in Austria) must be registered in the EDM / ZAReg; this data is transmitted automatically to DIWASS

· Operators of recovery facilities in Austria must also be registered in the EDM / ZAReg; this data is transmitted automatically to DIWASS so that, in the future, confirmations of receipt in box 14 and certificates of completion of recovery in box 15 of the form in accordance with Annex VII can be entered directly into the electronic system (in Austria: EDM /ZAReg)

· Austrian carriers must also register in the EDM / ZAReg in Austria; this data is transmitted automatically to DIWASS.

Note: Once the electronic system becomes operational at the EU level, carriers must also have an EU login for DIWASS in order to fulfil their reporting obligations 


· Foreign carriers must register either directly in DIWASS or through any existing national system, in accordance with the legal requirements of the EU Member State in which registration takes place

· Since the registration of carriers in DIWASS (which for Austrian carriers must be done exclusively via the EDM) is already possible, all carriers carrying out waste shipments should have a corresponding registration, as checks regarding completed registrations are also already possible

General Note:


· The export of plastic waste classified under code B3011 in accordance with Annex III of the EU Shipment Regulation from the EU is subject to the prior written notification and consent procedure as of May 21, 2026; as of November 21, 2026, the export ban on this waste to non-OECD countries will apply
